Michele Borba, author of Parents Do Make a Difference, suggests 
responding to your child’s unkind behavior by: 
 *Calling attention to it. 
 *Asking your child how she’d feel if she were the victim of the 
behavior. 
 *Recognizing the consequences.  Explain how unkind actions make 
others feel. 
 *Expressing disapproval.  Teach your child empathy today, and 
who knows?  You may prevent full-blown bullying tomorrow.
